Step 1 – Time Tabulator will match/update records as results are submitted by Hy-Tek or similar 

file.

Step 2 – The coach of the athlete must submit an “Application for Record” to the SC Swimming 

Office.  The form can be accessed on the SC-Swimming.org website – “Administrative Documents

/ Forms” page under the athlete section.  The form is titled “SC Swimming Age Group Swimming 

Record Application”.

Please print out and complete and mail to SC Swimming at the above address.  This can also be sent 

electronically and will not require the signature of the Meet Referee.  The coach of the athlete

 should also submit an official hard copy of the record in question

Step 3 – The Results files sent to the Tabulator cannot be altered by the sender as Hy-tek results 

files cannot be manipulated.  The Tabulator will submit and post to the SC Swimming Office, as 

needed, any record updates.

Results sent where an electronic file is not available, MUST have hard copy of result attached to 

include the meet date, location, and event.

Failure to follow the above procedures may result in the athlete not receiving credit for achieving a 

state record.    

Our goal is to make this process as easy as possible and provide an avenue to recognize the athlete’s

for their accomplishments.
