A.  Reimbursement Policy

1. Athlete Reimbursement Policy.  It is the stated policy of SCLSC that the purpose of reimbursement is to further the ability of athletes to seek competition of higher levels.  It is the objective of SCLSC to be able to help and to reimburse athletes when it is necessary to travel great distances or to “National level” meets in order to find adequate competition at levels higher than the Sectional level.

Reimbursement Policy for SCLSC Age Group Swimmers:

a)
There are two levels of reimbursement in SCLSC.  The “A” level is for those athletes that attend the USAS Long Course National, 2008 US Open, and or Olympic Trials and meet the  qualifying times published annually by USAS. These athletes will be reimbursed at the “A” level.
  The “B” level is for those athletes that meet the and attend the Short Course Nationals, USAS Junior Nationals and those meets to be determined yearly and published in minutes of the Fall House of Delegates and websites by the SCLSC Senior Committee and approved by the SCLSC Board of Directors at the fall meetings
.  All qualifying times must be met during the qualifying time period of said meet.
  



b)
Must be SC-registered member of USAS for the prior 12 months.



c)
Swimmers must represent the SCLSC in at least three swim meets a year.  The Senior Sectionals of the Eastern Section of the Southern Zone Meets may be counted towards the three meets.  All other meets must be swum in South Carolina in USAS sanctioned meets.



d)
The “B” level of reimbursement will be as follows: 

(1) 80% of the IRS mileage rate based on Rand McNally mileage      between cities with mileage based on a per vehicle basis with no extra going towards additional swimmers in said vehicle.
 
(2) 80% of the Coach Air Fare made 30 days in advance; The exception to the advance coach Air Fare is when a swimmer makes his/her cut within 30 days of the meet.  A swimmer is allowed this exception one time.  Frequent Flyer award tickets will be reimbursed at $150.00   
(3) Plus 30% IRS per diem rate.  This is to include one day prior to competition and 1/2 day travel after the close of competition.

(a) Receipts required when these services are used. 

(4) Junior National Relay Swimmers Only

(5) The level of reimbursement for “B” level swim meets for relay only swimmers shall be at 10% of the B level.



e) 
The “A” level of reimbursement will be as follows:

(1) 90% of the IRS mileage rate based on Rand McNally mileage between cities with mileage based on a per vehicle basis with no extra going towards additional swimmers in said vehicle.
     

(2) 100% of the Coach Air Fare made 30 days in advance; The exception to the advance coach Air Fare is when a swimmer makes his/her cut within 30 days of the meet.  A swimmer is allowed this exception one time.  Frequent Flyer award tickets will be reimbursed at $200.00

(3) Plus 40% IRS per diem
 rate.  This is to include one day prior to competition and 1/2 day travel after the close of competition.

(a) Receipts required when these services are used

(4) The level of reimbursement for “A” level swim meets for relay only swimmers shall be at 10% of the A level.

f) 
Swimmers attending the Adaptive National Championships shall   receive funding at the “A” level level.  To receive compensation, they must have achieved a National Adaptive Qualifying Time Standard in the qualifying period. 
g) 
Swimmers attending a USAS National Open Water Championship shall be compensated at the “A” level for a current 1500/1650 Summer National Qualifying Time Standard in the qualifying period.  Swimmers attending a USAS National Open Water Championship shall be compensated at the “B” level for current 1500/1650 USAS Junior National Qualifying time standard in the qualifying period.

h)  
Any Questions regarding reimbursement should be directed to the SCLSC Senior Chair.  In addition to any other persons to whom a reimbursement request is sent, a copy of the request shall be sent to the Senior Chair with the individual’s name, events swum, and the name and date of the meet where these events took place.

 

2. Reimbursement policy for collegiate and post collegiate swimmers.

a)   Must be SC-registered member of USAS.

b)   Swimmers must represent the SCLSC in at least three swim meets a year.  The Senior Sectionals of the Eastern Section of the Southern Zone Meets may be counted towards the three meets.  All other meets must be swum in South Carolina USAS sanctioned meets.

c)   Swimmers who were South Carolina USAS registered 12 months prior to completion of their senior in high school and who participated in SCLSC age group swimming will be reimbursed as above but are excluded from the three (3) meet requirement.  SCLSC registration must be continuous.  If registration is non-continuous then swimmers will be reimbursed from the policy stated below.

d)   Swimmers who were not South Carolina USAS registered, prior to completion of their senior in high school and who did not participate in SCLSC age group swimming, will be reimbursed from the SCLSC at the following rates after meeting all other requirements:

(1) First year SCLSC registered athletes will not be reimbursed..

(2) Second consecutive year SCLSC registered athletes be reimbursed at 20% of the current SCLSC level.

(3) Third consecutive year SCLSC registered athletes be reimbursed at 30% of the current SCLSC level.

(4) Fourth consecutive year SCLSC registered athletes be reimbursed at 40% of the current SCLSC level.

3.   Each swimmer can be reimbursed for up to 3 meets per year except in an Olympic year when a swimmer can be reimbursed for up to 4 meets per year as long as one of the meets is the Olympic Trials.  

4. All requests for reimbursement for travel must be signed on the reimbursement application by the swimmer, the swimmer’s coach, the club representative, and a club athlete representative or junior representative if the athlete in question is applying for reimbursement.  The application for reimbursement shall include the following certification:  “The athlete in question has been on site and training with our club during the season in which reimbursement is requested for the majority of time and not training with another club, camp, or college during the season.”  Any request for exception to this policy can be appealed to a committee made up of the Senior Chair, Coach’s Representative, and Treasurer.  In case of a conflict of interest the General Chair will appoint a replacement.

All requests for reimbursement for travel must be submitted or postmarked to the treasurer within 30 (thirty) days from the last day of the event.
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
